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Simple Present

Use the simple present for:

1) action that happens repeatedly (habitual action)
2) general or permanent situations

3) facts

Simple Present Tense

1) Habitual Action:
-Tom goes fishing every week.
-1 usually work until 2:00 p.m.

-My family comes to visit me every year.

*Frequency Adverbs: these adverbs are commonly used with simple present:

Always, never, usually, rarely, sometimes, often, etc.

2) General or Permanent Situations:
-My family lives far away.
-Jasim doesn’t work on Saturday.

-Ali and Tareq work at Tikrit University.

3) Facts:
-The Earth is round.
-Water boils at 100 degrees Celsius.

-The Eiffel Tower is in Paris.
